Case Study
49 yo man with “pounding heart”

- History:

Healthy, active CEO without prior cardiac history
12/2004: Noted onset of “pounding heart beat” and
wife noted *“a loud sound” in chest

- PE: BP 116/60, P 70, 5/6 honking diastolic murmur

- EKG: SR, NSSTTWA’s

- Meds: enalapril (sx improved with first dose)
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- Congenital fenestration of all 3 coronary cusps

- Fenestrations close enough to leaflet margins
that no AR until NCC fenestration ruptured to
free margin, making NCC flall

- Uneventful recovery

- Discharged on day 4, flew home on day 5
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
